Anvil Spotlight

PETER WRIGHT

The Anvil spotlight this edition will be on PETER WRIGHT & SONS, of Dudley
England

Peter Wright started manufacturing Anvils around 1830. Peter Wright Anvils are made of wrought Iron with a steal
face plate forged welded on. In 1852 Peter Wright received a patient for producing a

2 piece Anvil and went on to become the Premiere Anvil manufacture in England. Itis believed that Peter Wrights
Company was bought out around 1914. However the new company continued to produce anvils under the Peter
Wright name. Peter Wright Anvils were imported into the United States in great numbers and they were

considered to be excellent Anvils by the Smiths in America.
